The company has adopted very stringent safety measures inside the Frosinone plant in order to guarantee workers’ health, production continuity and also to meet customer needs in the healthcare sector.
Frosinone 18th March: In this moment of great concern for all of Italy and Europe, Klopman is committed every day to ensure production continuity in strict adherence to safety measures, in order to protect the health of all its workers. 
The company has in fact registered the need in recent days for new supplies of fabrics within the health sector in order to produce individual protective garments intended primarily for National Health Services. This will require an increased productive effort to ensure quality protective fabrics for all medical and paramedical staff in the front line of the fight against Covid-19.
The company’s main goal is to cope with these and other needs whilst preserving the health of its collaborators and of their families in primis, ensuring production continuity, which is essential in ensuring the future of the company and of its employees. In particular, the company has already promptly implemented, for some days now, all the precautionary measures to protect its collaborators even before they were made official by the Ministerial Protocol, released on 14th March 2020. 

Among the safety measures implemented to deal with the emergency, the company has reorganized its work spaces in order to ensure the imposed distance of at least one meter from one worker to another, meeting limitations, smart-working incentivisation, new rules for carriers, distribution of dispensers for hand disinfection, closure of changing rooms and refreshment areas to avoid direct contacts.
Moreover, all employees coming from areas of higher risk or with pre-existing medical conditions were promptly supported by the company to work from home or encouraged to request holiday or leave for the safeguarding of their health and of their colleagues.
